CALENDAR DESCRIPTION: A study of Renaissance art and architecture before 1500 within the context of the social, political and economic history of Western Europe. Key monuments, themes and concepts will be stressed.

PREREQUISITES: Level 2 or above of permission of the Department.

COURSE DESCRIPTION: We will explore the first two centuries of the Renaissance in Europe (1300-1500), and look closely at painting, sculpture and architecture, primarily in Italy, but also north of the Alps in France and Flanders. The course begins with the “dawn” of the intellectual and cultural movement known as the Renaissance in Tuscany and ends with Leonardo’s Last Supper. 
REMOTE DELIVERY: ARTH 214 will be offered remotely with asynchronous delivery. Narrated power-point lectures will be posted to onQ; weekly e-reserve readings; multiple-choice quizzes via onQ every two weeks; two short essays to be uploaded into an onQ Dropbox; a final test delivered remotely. Essay topics will be carefully chosen to ensure that the research materials are available to students.
