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Course Description:  
We will investigate the threat to cultural heritage posed by wars during the 20th century in Europe (WW1, WW2, and the Balkans Conflict). Systems to safeguard valued monuments and works of art were established by governments, legal bodies, restorers, and heritage organizations, but wars presented severe challenges. By looking back, we gain understanding of what emerged as viable approaches to preservation, which is important knowledge as we continue to witness the impact of war on cultural sites in many parts of the world, and wonder what can be done.
