Course description: Our exploration of some of the classic works of western philosophy will be
guided by two main threads. The first is: what can we know, and how? And the other is: how should
we live, and why? To address these questions, we will examine some of the works of Aristotle,
Descartes, Hume, Kant, and Mill (among others), and see how a critical engagement with their
thought brings us to practice philosophy as a living, breathing discipline.

Applicants must be comfortable
running a tutorial section.

Selection Process
