23rd, 2025. The course commitment extends to May to compile and post final grades, and resolve 
any grade appeals. 

Successful candidates should be a registered graduate student at Queen’s University, and have an 
M.A., M.Sc. or Ph.D. in Psychology or Neuroscience, and teaching experience at the University 
level, including experience working within an Online Learning Management platform (such as 
OnQ). 
 
Successful candidates will also: 

• have regular access to high-speed internet and a computer that meets current 
specifications 

• be willing to take an active role in delivering the course and communicating regularly 
with students 

• be open to learning how to use new technologies in order to be an effective instructor 
• be flexible in terms of availability for office hours 
• be willing to provide students with timely and constructive feedback  
• be an effective supervisor for graduate TAs 
• work within departmental, faculty, and university policies 

Teaching duties include developing and delivering teaching materials, teaching and engaging 
students throughout the course to facilitate their learning, holding office hours, ensuring 
university processes are followed, and providing effective feedback and assessment. Instructors 
will also be managing Teaching Assistants who assist with the delivery of this course. Support 
from the Undergraduate Office in the Department will be provided to assist in the management 
of course activities. 

The University invites applications from all qualified individuals. Queen’s is strongly committed 
to employment equity, diversity and inclusion in the workplace and encourages applications 
from Black, racialized/visible minority and Indigenous people, women, persons with disabilities, 
and 2SLGBTQ+ persons. All qualified candidates are encouraged to apply; however, in 
accordance with Canadian immigration requirements, Canadian citizens and permanent residents 
of Canada will be given priority.
